LICENCES TO OPERATE

Forklifts

All employees required to operate forklifts must hold a “F” endorsement on their valid
drivers licence.

Further training and certification could be necessary if there is a change to the type of
forklift to operate.

Gantry
All personnel that are required to operate Gantries must have had the appropriate
training and be certified to operate the equipment.

Note: Re-certification is required every three years
