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2.3 PREVENTION

Prevention is better than cure

When loading and stowing freight, we must remember that it takes much more force to
stop a load that has started to move than it took to move it in the first place

It also takes much more effort to put right any damage than to prevent the damage from
happening.

The key to successful freight handling is putting that extra effort into so the
emphasis in this Manual is placed on such preventative techniques in the first place.

Whilst it may take a few minutes longer to stow the freight safely and securely, that extra
effort pays off in the long term through improved reputation, service quality, safety and
cost control.

Approved additions and alterations to an issue of the Freight Handling Code once it is
published will be means of the “Freight Handling Code Amendment Notice” which is to
be treated as a supplement to the Freight Handling Code by users (Refer 2.1).

This is a standing notice to which are added all such additions and alterations. Each time
such a change is added to the notice, the date of the notice is changed to the current
date and its sequential number advanced. The amendment notice is cumulative, all
previous additions and alterations remain on the notice until they are incorporated into a
new issue of the code.

When a new issue of the Freight Handling Code is published, the contents of the latest
amendment notice will be included in (or be superseded by) the new Freight Handling
Code issue and an updated Amendment Notice issued on the same day as the new
Freight Handling Code issue. This amendment notice title will then refer to the current
(new) issue number of the Code and state that there are no current additions or
amendments. The amendment notice sequential number will be reset to 001.
